Yet refreshment, while perhaps less
stimulating, can be every bit as sanctifying, and that is my earnest
prayer for you. For those who have not thought deeply about this
doctrine, you may be in for some serious stretching. It is my prayer
that God will radically change your thinking and life orientation.
And it is my prayer that all of us will see God as greater and more
greatly to be praised than we ever have.
